his Executive Summary of the 2004 Annual Uniform Crime Report, Crime in Pennsylvania, is

intended to provide readers with a high-level overview of the nature of crime in Pennsylvania.

This summary highlights statewide statistics and topics of interest. Detailed statistics and
analysis are contained in the complete 2004 Annual Uniform Crime Report, Crime in Pennsylvania,
which is available for review on-line through the Pennsylvania Uniform Crime Reporting System at
http://ucr.psp.state.pa.us.

During 2004, the Pennsylvania Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Program received data for 1,056 juris-
dictions. Contributions to the Program may range from the submission of data for one month to the
submission of data for the entire year. Contributing jurisdictions and the corresponding number of
submissions are identified in the complete report.

Pennsylvania law enforcement agencies are not required to submit data to the Uniform Crime
Reporting Program; however, on November 29, 2004, Governor Edward G Rendell signed into law
Senate Bill 668. This law, effective June 1, 2005, mandates reporting for all state, county, and local
law enforcement agencies within the Commonwealth. Individual agencies may have submitted data
for multiple jurisdictions. Information contained in this summary and the complete report is based on
actual data submitted as of the date of compilation. Analysis is based on data that may have been
updated after release of proceeding years’ reports.
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nalysis revealed that 76.5 percent or 355,828 arrestees were male; 23.5 percent or 109,320

were female; 70.9 percent or 330,015 were White; 28.4 percent or 132,197 were Black; and .6

percent or 2,936 were Other Races; 23.4 percent or 108,653 of the arrestees were under 18
years old; and 53.8 percent or 250,024 of the arrestees were under 25 years old. Arrests of males
increased by 2.3 percent and arrests of Whites increased by 1.5 percent, while arrests of juveniles
decreased by 1.2 percent.

Juvenile arrestees were disposed of as follows: 31.7 percent or 34,422 were handled within the police
department and released; 35.0 percent or 37,981 were referred to juvenile court or juvenile probation
department; .2 percent or 228 were referred to welfare agencies; .2 percent or 256 were referred to
other police agencies; and 32.9 percent or 35,766 were referred to criminal or adult court, usually the
district magistrate for specified petty crimes such as underage drinking and shoplifting.

Adults arrested and counted for UCR purposes in Pennsylvania are those who are formally charged with
a crime. Crime suspects who are questioned and released are not counted as arrested. Juveniles are
counted as arrested when circumstances are such that if they were adults an arrest would be tallied.

This information is not intended to suggest Crime Index offenses occur at regular intervals, but
represents an average rate of occurrence.
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There were 326,961 Crime Index offenses reported to Pennsylvania police departments this year, an
average of 896 each day, or one every 1 minute and 36 seconds. This is a .3 percent increase from
the 325,891 Crime Index offenses reported last year. The Crime Index rate was 2,635.4.

There were 80,217 arrests this year for Crime Index offenses. This is a 2.8 percent increase from the
78,030 arrests last year. Persons arrested for Crime Index offenses were predominantly male (74.6
percent), White (63.3 percent), and under 25 years of age (54.9 percent).

Summary

There were 48,230 Violent Crime offenses reported to Pennsylvania police departments this year, an
average of 132 each day, or one every 10 minutes and 54 seconds. This is a 3.0 percent increase from
the 46,809 Violent Crime offenses reported last year. The Violent Crime rate was 388.8.

Arrests
There were 24,438 arrests this year for Violent Crime offenses. This is a 4.1 percent increase from the

23,470 arrests last year. Persons arrested for Violent Crime offenses were predominantly male (81.4
percent), Black (51.1 percent), and under 25 years of age (50.7 percent).

Summary

There were 278,731 Property Crime offenses reported to Pennsylvania police departments this year,
an average of 764 each day, or one every 1 minute and 53 seconds. This is a .1 percent decrease
from the 279,082 Property Crime offenses reported last year. The Property Crime rate was 2,246.7.

Arrests
There were 55,779 arrests this year for Property Crime offenses. This is a 2.2 percent increase from

the 54,560 arrests last year. Persons arrested for Property Crime offenses were predominantly male
(71.6 percent), White (69.9 percent), and under 25 years of age (56.8 percent).
